	· Agents spend 23 hours per day in their cells

	· Up to 9 hours access to exercise & recreational facilities

	· Ramos & Compean are not permitted to participate in any recreational activities outside of their exercise cages. Only one hour permitted outdoors per day

	· Exercise yards attached to living bays that include covered picnic tables, ping-pong tables.  Access to soccer fields and volleyball courts

	· Ramos is limited to 3 showers weekly. No showers on weekends

	· Showers available daily after exercise periods

	· All outdoor recreation is limited to a concrete, open air, chain link enclosure with high walls. 
	· No more concrete slabs or open air chain link enclosures used for rec time, new facilities built in 2002


	· Officers receive no special meals or extra food privileges. At one point, Ramos lost 30+lbs
	· 4,200 calories daily; weekly Sunday Ice Cream parties; access to Subway or McDonald’s 


	· All meals are served alone in their cells

	· Meals are eaten together within cellblocks

	· Officers are not permitted to watch TV
	· Permission to watch Arabic family TV programs & soccer highlights


	· Officers have a limited commissary list and do not enjoy same privileges as general population

	· Detainees are provided games-chess, checkers, playing cards upon request

	· Officers are not permitted to use the library or participate in education or work programs offered to the general population

	· Personal visits from librarians with books and magazines


	· After a brutal assault by 5 inmates, Ramos did not see a medical doctor for several days; Ramos did not receive proper medication for a documented medical condition for 4 months

	· Receive same medical treatment as U.S. military personal in state of the art medical facilities

	· Tennis Shoes or work boots are not permitted in the SHU; only in general population

	· Canvas Sneakers

	· Permitted one 15 minute phone call every 30 days
	· $100 million U.S. taxpayer dollars invested in new, updated facilities at GITMO so far
